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Lazer Kraze Halo 3 2v2 Tournament Rules 
 
o $5 entry fee to participate. 

 
o Every player must complete an entry form and sign that he or she has read and understood the tournament rules. 

 
o Any player under 17 must submit a parent-signed M-rated game waiver. 
 
o 2v2 tournament (free-for-all if fewer than 8 players). 
 
o Game type will be one of the following, announced the day of the tournament: Team Slayer, Oddball, or Crazy 

King.  MLG ver. 8 rules and settings (when possible) 
 
o 1st place wins 25% of the pot.  2nd place wins 15%.  3rd place wins 10%.  (Distribution will change if fewer than 

8 teams to ensure an adequate 1st prize). 
 
o Initial FFA round(s) may be played to establish seeding. 
 
o You may bring your own wired controller (recommended).  MS charge pack + cord is acceptable. 
 
o You will play where and when you are assigned.  Players not present at the start of a round will be disqualified. 
 
o Map will be chosen by Lazer Kraze the day of the tournament. 
 
o You will use a temporary gamer profile.  Two minutes will be allotted for control settings to be configured 

before each round. 
 
o Any disrespect or unsportsmanlike behavior toward other players or LK staff will lead to immediate 

disqualification.  Vulgar language is not allowed. 
 
o If necessary, LK may assign three players to one console.  In which case, LK will choose at random which 

player will use the larger portion of the screen. 
 
o Looking at the screens of other players is against the rules.  Blatantly doing so will lead to disqualification from 

the tournament. 
 
Tournament is double-elimination.  Map, game type, and game settings will be determined by Lazer Kraze the day of the 
tournament.  MLG settings may be used, but not guaranteed.  You will play on the Xbox and in the player position you are 
assigned.
